Some years ago, Jane Healy, whose Ph.D. 
was in educational psychology, was an 
internationally recognized consultant in 
applying brain research to practical 
parenting and classroom situations.  She 
does not just work in theory, she has years 
of experience as a parent and classroom 
teacher. 

Among other things, Dr. Healy points out 
that a childõs language skills are pretty 
much determined by the age of three.  
Extensive vocabulary? No.  Fluency in the 
basic syntax and verbal cues of their native 
language? Yes.  By age three, children have 
learned hundreds of words. To whom do 
the children listen during those early 
years?  Their parents!  If parents have this 
kind of influence on their childrenõs 
linguistic skills, what kind of influence do 
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table every day. 

Sad to say, today many parents 
òoutsourceó their childrenõs Christian 
education to Sunday School teachers, 
Confirmation teachers, and youth 
ministers on a part-time basis.  Parents 
hand over to others the responsibility of 
carrying out the ministry that God has 
assigned to the parents themselves on a 
full -time basis.  The old example of this 
was parents dropping off children for 
Sunday School and driving off to the 
doughnut shop.  

Without doubt, òdrop offó Christianity 
can lead to òdrop outó Christianity.  
Parents who completely outsource the 
Christian education of their children 
and youth to others run the risk of 
eventually seeing what that does to the

That is why we have programs for 
parents to help them serve as non-stop 
spiritual mentors of their children.  
Parents have Bible study during Sunday 
school, devotions for the seasons of the 
year, and worship scheduled so they can 
teach their children how to worship as 
they worship.  With the book, 
òWorshiping with Angles and 
Archangelsó parents have such a tool.

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schedule for our week together, I had 
visions of working 3 or 4 hours a day 
with her, then having the rest of the 
day to read, write and work on school 
assignments.   Well, I got to see first 
hand how hard Caren works.   Our 
days were longñoften 9 or 10 hours. 
The work was arduousñand by that I 
mean the needs of everyone we visited 
were overwhelming and seemingly 
beyond our reach.  I could easily 
understand why the deaconesses 
became discouraged in their work. It is 
heart breaking to visit a widow and her 
children knowing they have no food, 
no money for rent and no means to 
obtain such things.  The deaconesses 
face this each and everyday and 
have  repeatedly expressed their sense 
of hopelessness when they themselves 
struggle to feed their children, pay 
their rent or send their children to 
school because they cannot afford the 
school fees.  And the humbling reality 
is that no matter how poor the 
deaconesses are, they really try to give 
something to those who are less 
fortunate than they.   (In the meantime, 
my pantry overflows with food, my 
closet is full of clothes I donõt wearñ
you get the idea). 

 As I spent time with Dcs. Caren 
making visits in the slums of Nairobi, I 
again was reminded of the selflessness 
of the deaconesses in Kenya.  I was 
reminded of the importance of 
community vs. individualism in 
Africa.   For, in Africa one cannot make 
it on oneõs ownñand this is a gift.  This 
sense of community plays out 
Christologically as the Church, The 
Body of Christ, cares for its 
members.  Dcs. Caren came to visit 
those suffering in body and soul and 
brought light and life through her 
singing of hymns, reading of Scripture 
and words of encouragement. Her 
presence told these women, òYou are 
not an outcast. You are not forgotten.  I 
love youñChrist loves youñThe Body

Unfolding Mercy  

Kenya 2010 

The first part of this was written in early 
July, soon after I had returned from a 
month in Kenya.  While I did have a 
cycling mishap, resulting in a broken elbow 
which hampered my writing for a bit, the 
truth is that it is hard to put into words 
what swirls in my head and heart about the 
people in Kenya I love so much.  My 
daughter, Kali, spent 4 months studying in 
Kenya last fall. She and I have talked much 
about the difficulty of òwhat to sayó to 
people about our time in Kenya.  On the 
one hand, we desperately want people to 
understand the needs of the Kenyan people, 
and figure out ways to help them.  But, on 
the other hand, we donõt want to evoke pity 
or exploit the people whose lives have 
intermingled with ours. It is a fine lineña 
balancing act that continues to play out for 
both of us.   

 Early July 2010 

Dear family and friends,  

 I am sitting in my air - conditioned 
house with a full stomach, running 
water, electricity and all the luxuries of 
living in this country. The contrast to 
what I saw in Kenya is great. 

While out for a walk today, I chatted 
with a neighbor and when finding out 
that I had been in Africa, she said, òIt is 
such a good thing you are doing.ó  But 
hereõs the truthñEach day in Africa I 
witnessed much poverty and suffering, 
but each evening I returned to a place 
that had more than enough food, a hot 

shower (well, usually), electricity 
(most of the time) and clean sheets. I 
didnõt have to worry about my safety 
or where my next meal was coming 
from.   I slept in a comfortable bedñ
and did not have to share it   with six 
other people.  I could stay up and read 
or go online or even talk on my cell 
phone without a second thought.   So, 
my inward response to my neighbor 
was thisñòNo, I was not doing a great 
thingñthe people I saw each day and 
the deaconesses who serve them, they 
are doing a great thing. I was 
privileged to witness such grace.ó 

 There are many faces and incidents 
that come to mind as I think of my 
time in Kenya and as I sift through 
those memories. 

As many of you know, I decided to 
spend an extra week in Nairobi by 
myselfñwell, at least without the 
òsecurityó of my colleagues Dr. Just, 
Rev. Dennis and Dcs. Lorna Meeker, 
or Rev. David Chuchu.   I had the 
privilege of spending 6 days with 
Deaconess Caren working with people 
in the slums of Kibera and 
Kawangware.   Caren is an amazingly 
compassionate and kind woman, a 
dedicated deaconess.  She is married 
to a pastor and lives in a very small 
òhouseó on the church 
compound.   She and her family barely 
make ends meet for pastors in Kenya 
make very little money, and at this 
time, Caren is receiving little or no 
salary as a deaconess.  However, this 
does not prevent her from spending 
long hours visiting the sick, the 
outcast, and the dying.  She teaches 
Bible class at a local elementary 
school, has helped start an outreach to 
the òstreet boysó (the homeless boys) 
who roam the slums of Nairobi and 
she leads groups for widows to 
provide encouragement and 
support.   This is in addition to caring 
for her family.  

 When Caren and I met to set up a

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drove up to the church and there was 
Anastasia sitting and waiting for us ð
and we recognized each other 
immediately and gave each other huge 
hugs, Caren realized that I did indeed 
know Anastasia.  Because the slums 
can be so difficult to navigate (there are 
no maps or streets signs)  Anastasia, 
with her lame foot, had walked the 
mile or so to the church so she could 
take us back to her home.   I cannot tell 
you the joy I had to see her again, and 
to see the dramatic change that has 
occurred in her. She is radiant with a 
big, beautiful smile.   The biggest joy 
was yet to be experienced in seeing 
Daniel who is now a bustling, chubby, 
healthy toddler.   Daniel walked as if he 
never had any problems. He looked so 
happy. 

 The changes in this family are  
stunning.   Anastasiaõs hut is still the 
same mud hut in close quarters.  But 
now the hut has light from the open 
windows instead of being closed up 
and dismal. The sewage still runs right 
outside, the poverty is a reality, but 
now there is hope. It is hope that comes 
from a life in Christ, begun in the 
waters of Baptism-- hope that is 
nurtured by caring deaconesses like 
Caren and Lorna, and pastors like 
Dennis Meeker-- hope that comes from 
the healing of body and soul.  

 Each of the women in these stories has 
a face, and for each story there are a 
thousand more faces.  And the reality 
is that these are women who love their 
children and are desperate to give 
them what they need.  The deaconesses 
understand thisñmost of them are 
mothers themselves. They know what 
it is like to be in need and wonder 
where the next meal is coming from. 
They know what it is like to worry 
about where they are going to get the 
money to pay for school fees, medical 
care and clothing. They live in a society 
where females are not as valued as 
malesñwhere the rape of twelve-year 
old girls is a common reality, and 
where female genital mutilation is still 
practiced among certain tribes.  They 
face the starkness of extreme poverty

of Christ loves you.   We are here to 
care for you in body and soul.ó   

 And so, this muzungo (white person), 
got yet another lesson in what it means 
to be humble, compassionate, merciful 
and giving.   While the Kenyans, 
especially those who are stigmatized 
and òcast outó because of their HIV+ 
status, are so honored that we would 
enter into their homes, the reality is 
that we were let into a sacred 
space.  We were given the gift of 
entering into anotherõs suffering on a 
level so stark and so deep. It was like 
entering into holy ground ñfor in this 
place there is no room for pretense or 
illusion. The poverty, the despair and 
often hopelessness are pervasive. You 
cannot escape from it. It is in your 
face.  And yet, in letting us into this 
suffering, we enter a place of intimacy 
and hope. It is a strange juxtaposition-- 
sort of like how joy and sorrow are 
always intermingled.   Deaconesses 
bring hope. They bring joy. They bring 
the gift of presence.  They bear the 
burdens and sufferings of those they 
visit.   And in their willingness to go 
and sit with those in need, they give 
and receive light in the midst of 
darkness, joy in the midst of sorrow, 
hope in the midst of despair.  

 Here are just a few of the many people 
Caren and I visited: 

 Kristin, mother of three children.  She is 
not a widow, but her husband has to 
go out each day to find work. Some 
days he is successful, other days he is 
not.  Recently they were evicted from 
their home and were left out on the 
streets (and being out on the streets in 
the slums is beyond our 
imagination).   A friend from church 
found them a place to stay in 
Kawangware.   They had no furniture, 
but a bed, an old rickety chair, a few 
pots and pans for cooking. Their 
thirteen year- old daughter was home 
from school because they couldnõt 
afford school fees. Neighbors were 
pressuring her to hire out her daughter 
to clean houses, but Kristin knew that 
if she did that, her daughter might 

(Continued from page 4) never return to school.  She knows 
how important education is for her 
children.  

 Grace, widow and mother of three 
children, is HIV+. She lives next to 
Kristin in an even smaller òhouseó. 
The other neighbors shun Grace 
because of her HIV status.  Her 
children are often shunned as 
well.   She hasnõt been to church for 
months and seemed depressed.  We 
visited her at the request of Kristin 
and found out that her five -year old 
daughter had broken her arms a few 
months ago. Grace had no money to 
pay the doctor/hospital so she 
couldnõt get care for her daughter for 
at least a week. ( In Kenya, you pay 
upfront for all medical services. If you 
donõt have the money, you donõt get 
careñperiod). The church did not 
know of this plight so no one had 
come to visit her. She felt alone and 
cast out.  Dcs. Caren spent much time 
talking to her, singing, reading 
Scripture and encouraging her to 
come back to church.  At the end of 
the week, she was with us in a 
widowsõ support group! 

 Anastasia is a widow with two young 
boys.  She is someone I visited, along 
with Dr. Just, Rev. Dennis Meeker and 
an HIV+ support team back in 
2008.  At that time,   Anastasia  was 
very despondent. She was lame, 
couldnõt make a living, had 2 young 
boys and had been cast out by her 
family in the rural areas.   The only 
place she could now live was the 
slums outside of Nairobi.   Her hut 
was dark and dismal.   Her youngest 
son, Daniel, was about a year old and 
not in good health. In fact, I wanted 
him to get to a doctor right 
away.  With her permission, Rev. 
Meeker and Dr. Just baptized both the 
boys in that mud hut, using bottled 
water.    

When Dcs. Caren mentioned weõd be 
visiting a woman named Anastasia 
who lived in Kibera, I said, òOh, I 
know an woman named Anastasiaó. 
Caren laughed and later told me she 
thought, there was no way I would 
know this woman.   But, when we

 Next month I will write about what I 
think is a viable and much needed 
approach to helping   the deaconesses 
gain some sense of dignity, hope and 
honor in addition to being able to 
sustain themselves financially.
